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Day 1

Guests arrive at Inverness Airport & transfer to Glen Ord Distillery for a tour & tasting 
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A visit to Glen Ord, on the edge of the Black Isle in the Highlands west of Inverness, is a delight to both the eye and the palate. Guests can watch the distillers at work creating a magicial malt whisky which is sweet, malty and dry on the palate.
From Glen Ord proceed to the Boath House for lunch
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Built in the 1820s and once described as 'the most beautiful Regency house in Scotland', this Georgian mansion could easily be mistaken for a stately home. It's set back from the road and surrounded by 20 acres of manicured grounds complete with a walled garden and an ornamental lake.

After lunch discover the highlands by helicopter.
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A warm welcome awaits guests when they land at Aldourie Castle in the form of a kilted piper and a glass of Champagne.
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Aldourie Castle
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The fairytale, Grade A-listed Aldourie Castle is a feast of turrets and towers nestling amidst beautiful, mature parkland on the south shore of Loch Ness, close to the outflow of the River Ness.  This is Highland scenery at its best, and yet Aldourie is surprisingly accessible, being a mere 4 miles from the outskirts of Inverness and 30 minutes from Inverness Airport. 
Dating back to the 17th Century and much enlarged since, the Castle has been fully restored to its former glory, reflecting the life and times of a Highland laird of the 19th Century.  
Then enjoy an exhilirating rib boat ride and “monster spotting” on Scotland’s most famous loch.
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Dinner and overnight at Aldourie.
Day 2
After a delicious home cooked breakfast, guests set off to discover the surrounding area in a convoy of 4 x 4 vehicles.
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Then transfer to the airport for the departure flight.
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
