Altitude London

Under the Bridge – Chelsea FC @ Stamford Bridge
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Chelsea are an English football club based in West London. Founded in 1905, they play in the Premier League and have spent most of their history in the top tier of English football. Chelsea have been English champions four times, FA Cup winners six times and League Cup winners four times.  They have also been successful in Europe, winning the UEFA Cup Winners' Cup twice.  
The club had their first major success in 1955, when they won the league championship. Chelsea won several cup competitions during the 1960s and 1970s, but after that did not win another major title until 1997. The past decade has been the most successful period in Chelsea’s history, capped by winning Premier League titles in 2005, 2006 and 2010, the latter as part of their first league and FA Cup "Double".

DINE-AROUND RESTAURANT SUGGESTIONS

The following venues can all accommodate groups of up to 50 pax.

Oxo Tower Restaurant

“Absolutely fantastic” views have diners drooling as they sit in this smart restaurant on top of the Oxo Tower. The modern British dishes – though rather pricey – are seasonal and beautifully presented with an innovative twist. Diners are also treated classy cocktails and occasional live music. The commanding panorama which takes in the whole of London rivals the views from the London Eye.  If you are out to impress or celebrate, this place is for you. The menu pays tribute to British ingredients such as roast Grouse and rich Venison. A very good spot that has been put to its best possible use, the Oxo Tower Restaurant is a cut above.
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Smiths of Smithfield

Smiths’ of Smithfield (SOS) offers 4 floors of eating and drinking in a Grade II listed building overlooking Smithfield Market, London’s only working meat market. The Australian “Masterchef” John Torode has his hands full looking after this towering complex housed in a former meat warehouse. Three different eateries on separate levels (Wine Room, Dining Room and Top Floor) not to mention a buzzing ground-floor bar, are enough to keep anyone busy. King of the hill is the posh Top Floor restaurant with its sunny terrace.
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Quo Vadis

Quo Vadis first opened as a restaurant in 1926. Now restored to its former glory and winner of several restaurant awards, Quo Vadis serves fine modern British food from a daily changing menu in stylish and elegant surroundings. The Bar and Restaurant are on the ground floor, while the members’ only club and all private dining rooms occupy the upper floors.  Located in the heart of London’s West End, Quo Vadis is perfectly situated for pre- and post-theatre dining, offered at excellent value. 
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Roast

Housed in the unique structure on the high bridge over London’s famous “Borough Market”, and offering a surprisingly stylish contemporary interior and elegant soaring windows, Roast makes an ideal venue for private parties, corporate functions, champagne receptions or launch events. This 120-seat restaurant is the creation of Iqbal Wahhab, founder of The Cinnamon Club. Huge glass windows covering three of its four sides offer diners spectacular views over the market. The cuisine is Modern British, taking traditional grills, roasts and slow-cooked favourites, and presenting them with all the flair of a gourmet restaurant. Its long menu changes rapidly which means that the quality of the dishes is sometimes variable, but when it is good, it is truly outstanding. Unsurprisingly, given its location, the quality of the ingredients is impeccable.
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Quaglino’s 

Born in 1929, this streamlined art-deco goddess has seen it all, & is still a crowd-puller.  The sweeping staircase and seriously stunning seafood makes Quaglino's one of the capital's places to see and be seen. With a seasonal and imaginative menu, expect classic brasserie, with a twist of indulgence. The opulent upstairs bar is a destination in its own right, serving delicious crustacea, salads and wonderful cocktails.
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Bluebird Restaurant

‘Ever since I was allowed out on my own, I have always loved Bluebird,’ confesses an ardent fan who adores everything about this King’s Road landmark – chic interiors, gorgeous tables, ‘beautiful’ waitresses. Its huge, vaulted dining room certainly has the ‘wow factor’, & the food pushes all the right buttons when it comes to comfort, familiarity & sustenance. Bluebird’s fish pie & treacle tart continue to garner rave reviews, but the kitchen also knows how to turn on the glamour – hence the appearance of luxuries such as ballottine of foie gras with truffle dressing, lobster mayonnaise & seasonal roast Yorkshire grouse.
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Avenue Restaurant

With its beautifully minimalist décor and buzzing cosmopolitan atmosphere, Avenue restaurant wouldn’t look or feel out of place in Milan or Manhattan. Luckily for London’s diners, it’s located in St James - just a short walk from Green Park, close to the Royal Academy of Arts. Inside, the ceilings soar and the skylight stretches along an entire side of the dining room to create a bright, airy dining space. Avenue’s Head Chef Mikko Kataja, formerly of Launceston Place, offers a modern British menu that showcases seasonal ingredients and offers innovative interpretations of familiar favourites.
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Launceston Place

Launceston Place restaurant is steeped in history, tucked away behind the busy streets of High Street Kensington, described as a hidden gem. The building, once part of the manor of Earl's Court, dates back to 1839. Originally four corner houses now adjoined, the restaurant has an intimate quirky feel. Head Chef Tristan Welch has transformed the restaurant and the menu to complement the intimate setting. He takes great British classics and enhances with his elegant flamboyance. 
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TEAM BUILDING ACTIVITY SUGGESTIONS

CRAZY OLYMPICS

Venue

In terms of venue for the activities, and apart from the likes of a private venue such as Foreman’s Fish Island, we would suspect that the Olympic venues will be frantically preparing for the summer events so will probably not be available for private functions.  An alternative option would be to use a local sports venue but this option would need to be looked into in more detail.

Forman’s Fish Island

Forman’s Fish Island is a brand new corporate event and party venue with two spaces with capacity for 200 and 600 respectively. Both have unrivalled 2012 Olympic views and have already been host to spectacular events.  It houses H. Forman & Son, a 4th generation family owned salmon smoker, established in the East End in 1905. They employ 90 staff who supply smoked and fresh fish to top hotels, restaurants, chefs and retailers including Gordon Ramsay, Marco Pierre White, Fortnum & Mason, The Dorchester and The House of Lords amongst others and also export across the globe.
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Activity Suggestion 1 – Boomwhackers followed by Beat the Clock

(ideal option to start the event with an energiser)

Boomwhackers

Individual long plastic tubes, each playing a different note. When they are struck against the delegates hand, they create sounds and rhythms. As a group together, they overlap to form soundscapes. Vibrant and noisy, moulds into any space.  With a sea of colour filling the room and lightening-fast reactions, our facilitator dramatically transforms your group into a cohesive and melodic group. This would create a colourful Olympic beginning before the real competitive games begin…
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Beat the Clock

This is a competitive, fast paced, frantic action packed game of strategy, time and people management. Bursting with a staggering 101 original games (each with 3 levels of difficulty), Beat The Clock engages every single team member. A real diverse mix of creative, physical, technical, mental, general knowledge, sound-smell-touch and vision games ensure that everybody has a number of tasks which will engage them. The groups will become engaged and focused on the completion and competitive element of the activity and will get everybody discussing and attempting the various tasks.
Sample challenges:
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 Activity Suggestion 2 – Superstars

Superstars is a fast pace, fun and competitive indoor game.  The group are split into small teams who must compete head to head on a range of different games against each of the other teams.  Each session is short, and each team must go all out to take the points, with a view to topping the leader board at the end of the day.  Activities typically include Wii games, table football, air hockey, skittle alley and other such great games.  Each individual within each team is encouraged to participate.  Superstars can last up to 90mins, we can tweak the running order to accommodate your preferred timings. 

 

One idea could be that the group is split into teams that represent the different countries – and have 3 smaller groups within their team country – and the winning countries will all be aiming to win the Gold, Silver or Bronze medals.
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Activity Suggestion 3 – Phone Tech City Challenge

The team handsets are a state of the art technology that enables us to plan, create and carry out amazing teambuilding experiences.  Teams are challenged and entertained with hi-tech missions that are carried out in their surrounding environment, wherever that may be; in the UK or internationally.  The digital handset device is pre-programmed with missions and challenges and the teams typically have the time given to accomplish their tasks. All missions include an interactive quiz that keeps the team members active throughout the challenge.  Each team is equipped with a pre-programmed handset that is used to receive instructions, send answers and take pictures. The technology enables instant feedback to be created and true unpredictability to be simulated, which makes for a greatly enhanced teambuilding experience.

 
Example of Games - Target 10
There are ten locations in the city that need to be visited within the time limit – we can tailor these locations to be Olympic sites or Games related.  Each location is worth a different number of points.  Proof of reaching the location is by taking a picture of the whole team (less the photographer) on the camera within the mobile phone.

 

The final score is the value of points earned from doing the on-going quiz added to the score from visiting the locations.
